The enigma

This enigma consists of three riddles. The participants read the sentences and complete the
gaps by forming a new word. Each sentence is written on a piece of paper and introduces in a
plastic ball. On each ball the number of the sentences is written as the order of the sentences is
important in solving the second riddle. The balls are in a basket which has the number 30 on it.
The first message they receive is on the door or any surface and it contains a picture with the first
riddle. Find the picture below. The solution to this riddle is number 30 which takes them to the
basket. In the basket they find the sentences for the second riddle. In the third riddle each number
corresponds to a letter from the words that they have previously formed. They have to write the
letters in order and if they succeed, they will find the final clue which will help them move on to the
next step. In the room there should be 3 or more computers. The final clue is actually a password
which unlocks one of the computers.
